Criteria for MTS Instructors – who should attend?

The status of MTS Instructor is intended for those clinicians who have the skills and abilities to deliver the Provider Workshop, commit to continuous training of providers and maintain and audit triage practice. A sound knowledge of MTS is required and participants will be expected to read Emergency Triage 2nd Edition prior to the Instructor Workshop. 

The Instructor commitment:

Instructors are expected to teach on one MTS course per year to retain their instructor status.   This is valid for three years from the time instructor status is achieved.  After three years, instructors should re-verify via MTS E-learning package or attendance at an MTS update.
